Taking such normal precautions like fencing anchteging in excavation of
trenches, not allowing rolls and metal parts oflesetimber spread around, making
danger areas for blasting providing whistles etc.

Supply workmen with proper belts, ropes etc., whemking in precarious slopes
etc.

Avoiding named electrical wire etc., as they woellelctrocute the works.

Taking necessary steps towards training the workenserned on the machinery
before they are allowed to handle them indepengearid taking all necessary
precautions in around the areas where machinedsharsd similar units are
working.

Fair Wage Clause:
The contractor shall pay not less than fair wagdaborers engaged by him on the
work.

“Fair’ wages means wages whether for time of piex& notified by the
Government from time in the area in which the wisrkituated.

The contractor shall not with-standing the revisi@f any contract to the contrary
cause to be paid to the labour, in directly engagethe work including any labour
engaged by the sub-contractor in connection withghid work, as if the laborers
had been directly employed by him.

The Act provides for
payments of annual bonus within the prescribed gaof percentage of wages to
employees drawing up to the prescribed amount giesacalculated in the prescribed
manner. The Act does not apply to certain estatletts. The newly set-up
establishments are exempted for five years in icediacumstances. States may have
different number of employment size.

) Industrial Disputes Act 1947 - The Act lays down the machinery and
procedure for resolution of industrial disputeswihat situations a strike or lock-out
becomes illegal and what are the requirements dging off or retrenching the

employees or closing down the establishment.

K) Industrial Employment (Standing Orders) Act 19486 - It is applicable to all

establishments employing prescribed minimum (s@9, br 50). The Act provides for
laying down rules governing the conditions of emyplent by the Employer on
matters provided in the Act and get these certifigdhe designated Authority.
